MEDIA, CAPITAL, AND THE STATE: THE DYNAMICS OF
POWER

Keynote Talk / Abstract

Contemporary media have their roots in the military industry and technological
innovations, where they initially served to control information and propagate
ideology. This historical framework established a paradigm in which media are
not neutral, but instruments of power and vested interests. In the post-World
War II period, a process of media “pacification” emerged, publicly advocating
pluralism and the protection of the public interest. In practice, however, formal
pluralism is often shaped by ownership concentration and capital, while global
media conglomerates engage in financial conflicts that determine information
flows and shape public discourse.

The current global media landscape can be understood through various models
of control. Full state control entails media ownership by the state, with editorial
policy directly tied to governmental institutions (examples: North Korea,
Eritrea, China, Iran, etc.). The “arm’s length” model implies that the state does
not formally manage media content but employs regulatory, financial, and
institutional mechanisms to indirectly shape editorial policy and influence the
informational space (examples: Serbia, Hungary, Turkey, Russia). The market-
institutional model encompasses private or mixed ownership, where the state
maintains a regulatory role and formally guarantees editorial autonomy,
although capital and politics continue to shape content (examples: United
Kingdom — BBC, Germany — ARD/ZDF, France — France Télévisions, Sweden,
Canada).

Every media institution depends on owners, capital, and regulatory frameworks;
so-called independent media do not exist, only those striving for the ideal of
impartiality and critical reflection. Formal pluralism and legal frameworks often
conceal complex politico-economic power structures, with media themselves
becoming powerful actors that shape information flows and influence state
behavior, while states seek to adapt or protect the public interest. Small media
entities and local communities remain in the shadow of global and regional
strategic conflicts, while pluralism and critical voices operate only within
boundaries defined by ownership and institutional strategy.

The Media Role of the University in Late Modern Society: New
Winds in Old Sails

Philosophical reflection on the possibilities and boundaries of interaction
between the media and the state was outlined by V. I. Ulyanov (Lenin) in
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the article "Party Organization and Party Literature™ "One cannot live in
society and be free from society.” This approach is consonant with the
thought of Thrasymachus that “justice is what is suitable for the strongest,”
as well as the reasoning of Plato's Callicles, who distinguished between
nature and custom. In turn, Kant's "Faculty Dispute” raises the problem of
interaction between the state and such a communication platform as the
university: loyalty on the part of the university in exchange for a reasonable
attitude towards it on the part of the state, which should not consider itself
a "greater scientist.”" This educational model allows us to consider the
university as a kind of media project that translates the ideological
framework by dividing the streams: practical disciplines (such as
medicine and law, easily complemented today by any field, from IT to
theoretical physics) and ideology (in Kant's version, theology) appear as
two parallels; philosophy gets the role of the boundary between them,
strictly controlled by both sides. The business of philosophy — to ask
honest (and therefore inevitably uncomfortable from time to time)
guestions — encourages each of the parties to distance themselves from it to
the extent possible to distance themselves from substantive issues. The
latest attempts to revise this social contract on both sides have become the
subject of lively discussions in the media, professional journalism, and
social networks. However, this process has not yet received a deep
theoretical understanding. Certain steps towards such an understanding
are being taken by politically engaged thinkers, while the very fact of
engagement takes their reasoning beyond the scientific framework in its
modern sense. Moreover, if in the early Enlightenment a model of
university—state interaction was proposed as the quintessence of power
relations, yet the emergence of media in the modern sense requires stricter
separation of mass communication as an autopoietic element of social
interaction (N. Luhmann) and the function of constructing the necessary
meanings that accompanies media activity in full accordance with the
fragment given at the beginning of this passage. As a resul,
communication as a type of meaningful interaction between people breaks
down in media discourse into multi-vector ideological manipulations on
the part of various social groups, which lead the media from the area of
"just” social to the area of political, and sometimes extremely politicized,
interaction. In these circumstances, the state claims to be the most
authoritative moderator of public discussion, capable of “preventing"
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extremes (censorship in one form or another) and at the same time
maintaining a productive discussion (which is still impossible without
alternative points of view). Universities, which “forge cadres™ for the most
advanced areas of socio-political life, receive the de facto status of
"another center” of power (which also demonstrates their proximity to the
media as the "fourth power"). Additional research is needed on the thesis
that digital technologies make it possible to smoothly move the university
out of the field of the "fourth power", switching its activities to the sphere
of purely utilitarian production of knowledge and (re)production of
ideologies. In this worldview, analytical philosophy, which serves
science, plays the role of a practical ideology, acting as an intermediary
between knowledge and "building a life."

The Catholic Church in the Russian media environment

The current rate of digitalization has a significant impact on all areas of human
life. Processes that previously could not be realized without personal attendance
are now increasingly becoming more and more digital. This has also affected
the functioning of religious organizations: parishes have websites and profiles
in social media, church services are streamed on the Internet, and so on. There
is a certain self-image that a particular church creates in the media space.
However, this has an impact mainly on worshipers. The public in general also
have certain ideas about what this or that church represents, drawn from the
media. These impressions are formed largely due to references in the "secular"
media: news agencies and newspapers. The frequency of references, context,
chosen wording, and even illustrative accompaniment have an important
impact. In the current research, the goal was to study the Catholic Church's
image in the Russian Internet environment, formed by the leading media
resources. For that purpose, the three most quoted in social media for the
summer of 2025 news agencies (TASS, RIA-Novosti, Interfax) and newspapers
(Kommersant, Vedomosti, Izvestia) were selected on the basis of statistical data
from Medialogy (a social network and media analytics system). Further, the
mentions of the Catholic Church, Catholic priests, Catholics and the Pope on
the official websites of the selected resources for the last three years were
examined. The frequency of mentioning, topics of publications and lexical keys
were analyzed. As a result, it was possible to identify the key components of
image formation both for each newspaper in particular and for the selected
resources in combination.

Some causes of non-democratic media in serbia are located in the
democratic order

The paper proves the claim that the causes of an undemocratic media public are
found within democratic institutions.  Several causes affecting its
(un)democratic formation are considered: the state and political system, the
market, media tradition, the role of the Western media "stable™, the power of
employees in this profession and predictable guest personalities in "my" media.
It is pointed out that democracy does not guarantee a rational public (equality of
participants in media life) and that media are not democratic by definition.
There is a difference between non-democratic and anti-democratic media
public. In the conclusion, it is argued that in a democratic system, a non-
democratic media public can be formed, which does not exclude or prohibit the
democratic one. On the stage is the struggle of these two blocs of the media
public in the democratic order for influence on the public and who are fighting
for their political goals.

State and Media

Since the emergence of society, and especially since the emergence of the state,
the importance of the media has been very significant. Not only because of its
cognitive value as a form of communication, but especially because of its
informative value and powerful form for modeling opinions.

In the times since the emergence of the press, the invention of radio and
television, its influence has been increasingly strong and sometimes decisively
influences the formation of opinions, which appear as a driving force of state
power, state authorities and movements, military and paramilitary, whose
action, often in an armed manner, resolves crises. Opinion shapes the mood,
creates a crisis and directs ways out of the crisis, using knowledge from applied
psychology.

An additional problem is the fact of contemporary life, which is known as the
"Time of Post-Truth".

The problem that arises before a state that wants to present events, its position
and political articulation realistically, is complicated by the phenomenon of
"post-truth”, a social psychological moment when a lie is even officially
articulated, where the goal is contained in the form of a well-hidden illusion so
that the "post-truth™ is actually untrue.

In such a situation, the state must pay more attention than in previous times to
creating forms, methods and types of truthful information for its own people,
but just as much, sometimes even more, to finding a way to successfully,
content-wise convincingly and timely present events, facts, developments and
plans as they truly and realistically are on a wider, regional, continental or
world level. Thus, it turns out that it is not enough to be, it becomes much more
important — how, when, where, to whom, with whom to present what is the
media goal.

The Problem of Representativeness: Distinguishing Forms of
Government and Governance in the Relation between the State and
the Media

The aim of this presentation is to highlight the problem of representativeness in
distinguishing between forms of government and forms of governance in
contemporary political communities, as well as to examine the relation between
the state and the media, which (fails to) recognize(s) this distinction. First, we
will consider Kant’s and Rousseau’s interpretations of forms of political order.
Both thinkers, within their theories of the social contract, emphasize the
advantages of the republican political order, grounded in the principles of
equality, freedom, and the universality of law. The republican political order
also entails representative republican governance, the division of power into
legislative, judicial, and executive branches, and the grounding of authority in
the constitution, which, in Rousseau’s terms, represents an act of the general
will. The problem of representativeness arises when the media, by taking on the
role of shaping the political narrative of the state, begin to create the illusion of
expressing the general will. In contemporary society, with the growing
influence of mass media and social networks, such an illusion can lead to the
usurpation of political space. In this way, the media unjustifiably assume the
function of a form of government, thereby coming into conflict both with
representative forms of governance and with the principles of the constitutional
and state order, that is, with the fundamental principles underlying the
formation of the social contract. Within such a media narrative, the role of the
state is reduced exclusively to that of governance, while, paradoxically, the
representative democratic form of government is seemingly deprived of its
legitimacy through misrepresentation of the general will of the citizens.

Under the Sign of Phronesis

»Novine Serbske®, our first daily newspaper, published in Vienna since 1813,
dealt mainly with the Napoleon's wars, and rarely could, despite the efforts of
its editors Dimitrile Davidovi¢ and Dimitrije Frusi¢, pass the Austrian
cenzorship and publish the occasional note from Serbia, which was just then
experiencing the tragic collapse of the First Serbian Uprising. Davidovi¢ later
lamented: ,We didn't print everything we knew.“ The publication of that
newspaper is still considered an important event in history of Serbian
journalism and Serbian culture.

And that episode shows enough that valid media is guided by practical wisdom
(phronesis) , which means prudent decision-making in complex and uncertain
situations, when moral principles are followed according to circumstances and
context. Aristotle, citing the example of Pericles, connected practical wisdom
with the skill of managing state affaires. But here we are on the ground where
the raison d'etat also operates, the principle that the survival of the state is a
basic value and a condition for the realization of other values and that it must be
defended even at the cost of taking unethical measures. The national interest is
also at stake, which the sovereign state tends to protect, a reality that today is
under attack of globalist understandings about the priority of everyone's
responsability for the wider, potentialy world community. An important factor
in the entire media situation is the mentality of media workers and the
population itself, which to some extent predetermines the choice between
subservience, freedom and arbitrariness. This is the framework in which the
most suitable model for institutionalizing the relationship between the state and
the media is sought.

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Predictability, official truth, and the right to lie

Explainability of the world depends on the assumption that it is ordered,
“cosmic”. Without such assumption the predictability would be impossible.
This assumption is needed, necessary actually, for the possibility of planning,
which is a constitutive part of anything we do (human agency is the action of
setting goals and attempting to realize them). However, our epistemological
capacity is constrained by our inability to access the reality by using deduction,
having to rely on our senses and inductive way of making conclusions
regarding the reality in any practical sense (we do not have the access to
“essences”). This implies fallibility as our position in the universe. Fallibility
entails something very important, universal vulnerability, which is at the basis
of moral equality of all. Moral equality of all demands universal respect,
meaning, among others, that anyone’s standpoint has to be taken as prima facie
valid, as a matter of right. In a strange twist this implies something strange, the
right to lie (cf. my “Die Pflicht nicht zu luegen — Eine vollkkommene, jedoch
nich juridische Pflicht”, Kant-Studien, 2000), which is normally overcome with
the duty to tell the truth — but if the very meanings of the terms used are not
accepted as a semantic and, therefore, social facts, this becomes complicated.
Fallibility, which significantly restrained our access to the “truth”, combined
with the “right to lie”, may lead to a radical relativism regarding what the facts
and values at stake are, disabling normal overcoming of rights, like the right to
lie, with the axiologically superior duties, like the duty to tell the truth. The
whole axiological structure becomes unstable and uncertain. Many terms and
words, basic ones (like “justice”) and less bacic ones (lke “student”, or
“roadway”, or ‘“jumping”) receive radical or total change, implying emergence
of actions and evaluations that might become socially, and morally, disastrous.
If successful, this process would lead to establishing a new sets of beliefs which
would be taken as obligatory “official truth”. The final conclusion is that this
approach is an (Manichean?) attempt to “overcome” fallibility, replacing it with
an ideological construct of the “better reality”, the reality “as it should be”.
However, to achieve that the present reality must be destroyed first. It seems to
be like a description of a “revolution”.

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Post-truth and our time

Explaining the choice of the term “post-truth” for the 2016 word of the year,
Casper Grathwohl, editor-in-chief of Oxford Dictionaries, stated that the choice
“reflects a year dominated by emotionally charged political and social
discourse” and that it was “fueled by the success of social media as a source of
news and the growing distrust of facts offered by the establishment.” It has been
shown that in public discourse, facts are not primary, nor particularly important,
but emotions, personal beliefs and interpretations of facts, or the power of
imagination and creation. The post-truth picture of the world does not
correspond to reality according to the Aristotelian principle Adequatio rei et
intellectus. Aristotle’s famous theory of truth implied precisely the adequacy of
what is a thing (rei) and what is the rational representation of a thing
(intellectus). Truth in this respect is that which corresponds to reality, i.e.
truthful speech means — to say that what is is, and that what is not is not. All
this is close to our common sense intuitions and it is difficult to argue the
opposite, i.e. to say that truth should not or does not have to correspond to
reality, although some theories of truth have tried to do so, such as American
pragmatism through the pluralism of truths.

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State Unity and Dialogue in the Age of Divided Media

Abstract: In the media sphere, it happens occassionaly that certain media houses
being divided to the point that it is almost impossible to find a common
denominator regarding a controversial topic, to the effect that it is a kind of
media war between opposing interest groups.
Even when it is not a question of stating obvious untruths, the same set of facts
is sometimes presented in diametrically opposed ways, by emphasizing or
downplaying relevant details. Moreover, even when, in accordance with
existing laws, denials of individual publications are published, interested media
can always fit them into the context that suits them best. The same is true to a
certain extent with live broadcasts. The current legal norms are generally not
sufficient to resolve the problems that have arisen. The question therefore
arises: how is it possible to achieve state unity in the sphere of divided media
without strong censorship, which, as is well known, entails other risks in
addition to ethical problems? This may be of interest in situations where
division in the media sphere undermines state unity, and when it does not seem
that the very division will disappear over time in the political dynamics. Precise
legislation is certainly a good starting point, but providing a quality platform for
dialogue between representative and/or competent advocates of different points
of view is what can be the path to solving the problem in a given time frame.
Moreover, the very promotion of the importance of dialogue, but also of what
constitutes a good, and not just an apparent, dialogue — this question is one of
the central issues of the philosophical discipline of critical thinking — is an
integral part of the attempt to solve such problems in the long term. Public
services are certainly places where these values can be promoted, but also those
media houses that, in addition to the code of professional ethics and a sense of
social responsibility, recognize that the market can favor objectivity in
reporting that also achieves appropriate economic effects.

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The State and State Media — the Case of Montenegro

The literature defines the role of (state) media in the state in various ways. Such
a definition is, among other things, most often linked to the concept of the so-
called public interest. This concept is difficult to define exactly, and its
meaning is difficult to unambiguously specify. Intuitively, more loosely
speaking, behind such a concept should be the interests of the widest
community, whose needs and demands should be served by a specific media.
Therefore, we are talking about content that relates to a matter whose goal is the
common good of the largest possible part of a specific community of citizens
(state, municipality, region, etc.). State legal acts specify in various ways that
the main activity of state media is most often related to the production,
publication and broadcasting of content that provides certain types of media
services, as well as meeting democratic, social, cultural, educational and similar
public needs. In this way, the exercise of the rights and interests of citizens and
other subjects in the field of information should be ensured, regardless of their
political, religious, cultural, racial, national and ethnic affiliation, language, sex,
gender, etc.

Based on such general and textbook considerations of the role of state media,
we will analyze the role that the largest state media in Montenegro, Radio
Television of Montenegro, has had in the past 35 years. We will show with
examples that such a role was most often not in the public interest but, on the
contrary, was abused by the interests guided by the goals of the current political
and ideological elites.

The state and media

The greatest anxiety that torments man has always been to find someone to
whom he can hand over the great gift of freedom with which he was born. The
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media have taken on the task of freeing themselves from responsibility, which
as a possibility of choice has multiplied to immeasurable limits, by means of the
latest technical and technological achievements. The analogous essence of the
general reality of nature and the explicit world of material civilization have
found themselves in a conflict with an uncertain outcome, especially with the
affirmation of the digital form of definition and the achieved level of
development of artificial intelligence. The media have to a certain extent or
completely imposed virtual reality on the real representations and experience of
humanity. The state, as a historical segment and a condition for cohabitation
and unification of citizens within geographical borders, uses the phenomenon of
the media in the sense of the most significant attribute of force, thereby limiting
freedom of choice and temporarily or permanently sanctioning disrespect for
media recommendations of behavior. Laws, like all other normative acts, have
become miserable servants of media possibilities. The state has found itself in
the function of the media. The owners of the media have become the legitimate
authority. They have supremacy over all attributes of the state and the ability to
apply all known forms of coercion, from basic moral sanctions to the most
drastic forms of punishment, even to revenge on privileged or influential
individuals, groups, or social classes.

Higher education in serbia and the role of the media

Universities in Serbia are the highest national institutions of the Republic of
Serbia, but they face problems such as the absence of control mechanisms for
compliance with laws and regulations, pronounced negative selection of
personnel, non-transparent way of spending finances, outdated programs and
weak connections with the labor market, which results in the departure of
young experts (brain drain). Private universities are on the rise, but they are
accompanied by controversies over the quality of teaching and accreditation.
The reform of the education system through the Bologna process was
implemented inconsistently, in a way that opened the possibility of parallel,
different, regulations for the same functions of the university, the absence of
systematization of jobs, the quality of teaching only on paper, and in reality the
absence of quality, control and accountability. Because of this, Bologna, which
did not bring declarative changes, became the reason for numerous criticisms
about its implementation.

Serious analysis was absent, as was the modernization of the curriculum,
cooperation with the economy and investment in science and research.
Digitalization and international cooperation are becoming key factors for
improvement, but they are often neglected or incorrectly applied. The role of
artificial intelligence has been underestimated and the University has not kept
pace with these changes. Also, the University has failed to anticipate social
events, and when they escalated, the University almost closed itself down.
Because of this, there is increasing awareness that this kind of University is
unsustainable, that a deep reform is necessary, and perhaps a new state
university on sound foundations.

The role of the media in informing the public about higher education has been
completely absent until the blockades appeared. Otherwise, the media have a
key role in transmitting information about the quality of universities, rankings,
scholarships, but also about violations of regulations, scandals and problems in
higher education. It is very important to develop objective and critical
journalism, because this can contribute to greater transparency and control of all
educational institutions and shaping public opinion. The media influence the
perception of young people about the value of higher education — is it worth
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studying in Serbia or is it better to go abroad. They promote the success stories
of students, professors and researchers, thus motivating new generations.
However, the media can also have a negative role, which is best seen through
sensationalism. Instead of an analytical and critical approach, space is often
given to affairs or scandals (e.g. plagiarism of dissertations), half-information
or abbreviated information is spread, while analysis and proposals for systemic
solutions are lacking.

The conclusion is that higher education in Serbia is in a crisis of quality and
trust, but the media have a significant role and can be a corrective factor and
encourage reforms through investigative and responsible journalism.
